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1,305 Children Enrolled Into Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten during Kick Off Event

To be eligible for VPK, children must turn 4 years old on, or before, Sept. 1, and they must live 
in Florida. When enrolling for VPK, parents will need to bring 1 proof of child’s age and 1 
proof of Florida residency.  Typical examples for each are: 
 

For proof of age:   (Child must be born between 9/2/2006 and 9/1/2007.) 
Birth Certificate, Blue shot records signed by doctor, Passport or Military ID.     
 
For proof of residency:   
THE ADDRESS MUST MATCH THE APPLICATION. 
Driver’s License, Utility bill, Lease Agreement, FL Vehicle Registration Card or Pay stub 
* We are also asking parents to provide their child’s Social Security number.
