ELC of Duval Receives IBM KidSmart Grant to Provide Computers
for Non-Profit Child Care Providers

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. September 23, 2010 — The Early Learning Coalition of Duval is one of the
recipients of the 2010 IBM KidSmart Early Learning Program Grant through the Association of
Early Learning Coalitions (AELC), an organization representing the Executive Directors of
Florida’s 31 Early Learning Coalitions.
The Early Learning Coalition of Duval is responsible for local administration of early learning
programs in Duval County and is dedicated to supporting early learning providers in
delivering services that support good outcomes for young children and their families. The IBM
KidSmart Grant will enable the coalition to distribute 10 computer systems loaded with high
guality early education software to not-for-profit early learning sites that serve low-income
children. Local not-for-profit recipients were selected based on their commitment to serving
low-income children and enhancing quality of care.

All centers were asked to complete the Patriots Act form and to submit a 501c3
certificate. The centers receiving the grant were the centers who complied by submitting the
501(c)3 certificate requested.

SAINT PIUS V PARISH SCHOOL, TRINITY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY and WESLEY CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTER.

The KidSmart Early Learning Program will provide important resources to support
children’s success and improve the quality of early learning environments.
